Regaining Hospitality 
They broke bread in their homes and ate together with glad and sincere hearts,  Acts 2.46 

When I read the pages of scripture I am 

overwhelmed how many important events, 

conversations and pronouncements were made 

around the dinner table with both friends and 

strangers alike.   It seems that the simple act of 

welcoming one another into each others homes has 

the ability not only to forge friendships but to be a 

sacred moment when God shows up.   We often 

think about the only meal where Jesus is really 

present as the Holy Communion; but it seems to me 

that Christ is equally present when our hearts and 

homes are extended to one another in friendship as 

fellow followers of Christ.    I think this has been a 

hallmark of the church throughout the ages; but I 

am worried that in our busy, overbooked lives we 

are forgetting the wondrous gift of hospitality, of 

eating together, of opening our homes and those 

robbing ourselves of much need community and 

friendships. 

    

So I‘m going to give you a summer homework 

assignment.   I would like you to invite at least one 

person, couple, or family from Our Savior‘s over to 

your place for dinner.  Now maybe you‘ll feel more 

comfortable having a BBQ in the park, or maybe 

it‘ll need to be potluck but in some way or fashion 

try your best to break bread with someone with 

whom you haven‘t done so before.  I don‘t mean 

this to be a burden—and of course there may well 

be circumstances that prevent this from 

happening—but I know of no better way to form 

friendships or strengthen the church than by sharing 

a meal, a laugh, a memory together.  Maybe that‘s 

why Jesus so often accepted the invitation to 

‗recline at table‘ for until we allow folks to see us 

for who we really are, it‘s hard to trust them with 

matters of faith.

Perhaps because my parents didn‘t want to feed me 

(or couldn‘t afford it) but I remember spending a lot 

of dinners at the homes of others while in High 

School.   Among the fondest memories I have of 

these extracurricular dinner experiences was going 

to the home of the Spencer family where their dad 

would have taco night.   The evening would begin 

with mutual chopping, shredding, dicing and grating 

of all the necessary ingredients and with all of us 

lending a hand or at least getting in the way and 

then with all the preparations done,  Mr. Spencer 

would fill corn tortillas with meat and fry them on 

the stove until they bubbled to greasy perfection. 

The conversation would then move to the dinning 

room where we‘d talk and laugh while keeping 

score of how many tacos everyone had eaten.  After 

dinner there was desert, and then sitting in the living 

room where laughter and general silliness prevailed 

until it was time to go home. 

   

There is something about being the guest in 

someone‘s home that solidifies a friendship.   I can 

see you each and every day but until I come to your 

home I am still a bit of an outsider.  When we invite 

folks into our homes we are inviting them into our 

lives, to see who we are beyond the façade that we 

often construct and let them see that we too have 

stains on the carpet, mail piled up on the counter 

and laundry setting in slightly overflowing baskets.     

That is, we become vulnerable by exposing  

ourselves as real human beings who do their best 

but who have plenty of flaws.    Those are the kinds 

of home visits that I like the best, they communicate 

a sense of trust that seems to say ―all of us have 

some dirty laundry scattered around the house and 

once we can admit that we might even be able to 

talk about those deeper things that really define who 

we are.‖ 
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THE MISSION ENDOWMENT FUND    
 

This is our story….  The story of how the Gospel has been proclaimed here at Our Savior‘s and how it will be 

proclaimed for generations to come.   The Mission Endowment Fund will be an important tool in our ongoing 

story.   It provides an opportunity for us to bless mission and ministry that we can only begin to dream about 

today, but which will be the source of great life and blessing for the next generation here at Ours Savior‘s. 

 

 FAQ‟s  FREQUENTLY ASKED QUESTIONS 
 

Q:What is an endowment fund? 
 

A:  An endowment fund is like a savings account for our church.  Its money placed in a separate fund to 

be used for special purposes.  While that money is in the fund it ―grows‖ because the bank pays interest or 

the investments gain dividends.  When a special mission opportunity comes along, the congregation can 

decide to spend some of the fund and fulfill that mission. 

 

Q:What do you mean by “mission”? 
 

A:  ―Mission‖ means being sent to do something.  Jesus‘ last word to his disciples and all of us, ―Go, then, 

to all peoples everywhere and make them my disciples.  .  . baptize them. . . and teach them.   Mission is 

what we mean when we say we are ―sent to serve‖ 

 

Q:Can you give some examples? 
 

A:  When we  help serve meals at Gilchrist house, or provide shoes for children at Christmas, or when we 

help build a home for Habitat for Humanity or even when we offer food or assistance to someone who 

needs a hand up.  Mission is our love in action. 

 

Q:We don‟t need a fund to do that, do we? 
 

A:  Yep we do!  When you place your weekly offering in the collection plate, that money will be used to 

pay all of that congregation‘s expenses for the year.  That is called the ―General Fund‖ and it includes the 

money we send to other organizations which serve people on our behalf.  We need these gifts to simply be 

the church day in and day out.  Each year we approve a budget for the current year--key words are 

―current year.‖  If all goes well, at the end of the year we will have received in gifts and then spent all the 

money fulfilling our yearly mission.  The problem is that there are all kinds of exciting possibilities for 

serving which we can‘t do because our yearly income only provides for this years expense.   An endow-

ment is a permanent gift.  It doesn‘t have an annual turnover like the General Fund.  That‘s why it‘s a 

great tool for legacy giving. 

 

Q:Okay, what‟s a legacy?   
 

A:  A legacy is money or property left to someone by a will or bequest.  A legacy gift to Our Savior‘s will 

still be serving when we‘re long gone—ideally forever!   

 

Q:So can I help? 
 

A:  Yes, be sure to read your mail and keep an eye out for what he Mission Endowment Fund is inviting 

you to be an active participant.  There will be lots of chances for all of us to give gifts that last forever!

A note from your  

Church Council Secretary 

 
 

While you may be gone during the summer… 

the church does not take a vacation.  

Remember to mail your envelopes. 
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When Jesus sent them two by two (Mark 6:7 etc), 

they had the strength of two friends, one to lean on 

the other.  Did they report back to the head office?  

Did they check their handouts and brochures?  

Business cards? Reservations made?  It was less, I 

think. Take nothing for your journey, not even 

hardtack, was Jesus‘ command.   Something was 

happening supernatural here beyond comprehension.  

People listened or not.  The duo stayed among the 

listeners or not.  They spoke.  They went their way.  

What was left, after a Paul and Silas visit say, was a 

remembrance of the remarkable conversations, akin 

to an announcement, a ―hark‖ to history,  and within 

those early listening communities a transforming  

belief arose that the Messiah long promised had 

come.  The message about the crucifixion and 

resurrection must have been harder:  consternation 

and foolishness to listeners, Paul described it.  But it 

happened that the Christian Church began its growth 

from birth on the backs of these early missionaries. 

 

Today, the word ―missionaries‖ exudes a toxic 

vapor.  Don‘t mention it in Hawaii, for instance. Yet, 

if you get past the modern opprobrium of the word 

and its colonial overtones, and move beyond its 

misunderstood dynamic that ―missionaries‖ are 

result driven, out to wreak havoc on other cultures,  

you might discover a lightness of being about 

Christians and Christianity.  When Jesus stripped the 

disciples, the two by two, of Blackberries, sales 

sheets, business cards and hardtack, and sent them 

out traveling light, he was teaching them and leading 

them in the way of a Christian lightness of being.  

The chief lesson was this:  They were relieved, 

indeed, pardoned, of the accusative  pressure of their 

own expectations, released and forgiven from a 

twisted self-righteous compulsion on their own 

merits  to convert mankind, save the world, start a 

new religion, or anything else, for that matter, 

because 1) the word they spoke was given as a gift;  

and 2) the word they spoke came with no 

expectations.  Take my yoke, Jesus promised, ―my 

yoke is not heavy, and my burden is light.‖  The 

Pharisees who crossed land and sea to make a single 

convert, tied up heavy burdens (think rules, 

conditions, price, contingencies, fine print...) we are 

told on the shoulders of others (e.g.Matt. 23), 

unwilling to lift a finger to help.  No lightness of 

being there.  The notion that giving up something 

―heavy‖ like guilt and morbid self-awareness 

requires replacement with something equally heavy, 

in order to pay the price, is one of those enduring 

mistakes of a refined self-righteousness. This is the 

heavy odor of bad missionaries.  It is totally untrue. 

 

By contrast, the lightness of being is a characteristic 

attribute of faith.  When something, anything, from 

the small to the great, is in God‘s hands, it is out of 

our  own. Lightness of being follows.  Perhaps, the 

winsome breezes of light summer air may remind us 

of that, particularly when our expectations of  life‘s 

fortunes fueled by self judgment and judgment of 

others settle into our rising balloons like lead.  We 

speak and live the Word of God when we live daily 

lightly, whether in suffering or in joy, in that space 

and time where God leads, loves and forgives. There 

leaden expectations are lifted.  What happened with 

the missionaries is that God was pleased to establish 

the church of Jesus this way.  What happens with us 

is that God is pleased to establish our lives together 

in the community of the church of Jesus in this way.
