Toy Story 3 released in 2010 this is Pixarôs  third 

installment of the Toy Story franchise which stars 

such incredible voice talent as Tom Hanks, Tim 

Allen, Joan Cusack, Ned Beatty, Don Rickles, John 

Ratzenberger and Estelle Harris.   This movie is 

one that I would recommend with the caveat ófor 

those who have eyes to see.ò At one level it is a 

light hearted romping adventure with Woody and 

Buzz as they are mistakenly shipped off to a Day 

Care center instead of being placed in the attic.   On 

a much deeper level this wondrous little movie is 

about our fear of abandonment, the reality of 

change, and the joy of being in relationship with 

one another.    Especially for you adults out there 

that donôt watch ókids movies.ô  This one will 

surprise you.

Music Notes  

ñMake a joyful noise unto God, all ye lands.ò  Psalm 66:1 
 

I   love music.  I love to listen.  I love to sing.  I love to play instruments.  I was born with a pretty good ear and throughout the years have improved my ability to sing and play certain instruments.  I am 

fortunate to be able to use my musical gifts in service at Our Saviors.  I have had many people tell me that 

they enjoy listening to the music in worship but they just canôt carry a tune.  Reread the Scripture at the 

beginning of this article.  Notice that the Scripture does NOT say make a tuneful, melodic or beautiful song.  

It specifically says ñjoyful noiseò.  When God speaks, I think we should listen.  Here is a short article I found 

online about benefits of singing. 

 

Perhaps the best thing about group singing is that it is just such good fun. It is hugely enjoyable 

and a great way to break the ice and to build rapport with others, because it generates empathy 

and strengthens confidence in each other. 

Singing is a great way to relieve stress and relax. It's good for you! When we sing we exercise 

muscles in our body; it's a physical activity. It gets both blood and adrenaline flowing. You have 

to open up. It stimulates and releases energy. Add clicking fingers, clapping and some movement/

dancing and it becomes even more physically beneficial and enjoyable. 

Singing requires that we use, focus on, and become more aware of our breath. This is very 

relaxing and enjoyable. It's akin to meditation and has similar benefits. 

In order to listen to the parts, remember them, to sing them (and to clap and move etc) you have 

to concentrate and focus. But you also have to let go and not try too hard - let it come naturally. 

This mix of fun, concentration and relaxation makes you very engaged and present; it takes your 

mind off worries and problems as you move into a more creative state of mind where those 

problems can be more effectively dealt with. 

Some people experience fear when confronted with singing, since it involves stepping out of their 

'comfort zone'. Without much effort, through being 'in it together' and having fun, fear is easily 

and quickly transformed into confidence and happiness. 

 

I found 11 different verses in Scripture that mention ñjoyful noiseò.  I think that if God finds it important 

enough to mention 11 times, we should give it a try.  Let all Godôs people make ña joyful noiseò together.
